Te establish Association rooms for the use of members,
and as a venue for the meetings of the Association.

To offer the services of the Association, i%ts members
and vehicles to such ¢haritable organisations as may
be decided on from time to time.

To promote and encourage a high standard of driving
and road courtesy, appiicable to the vehicles of the
Association.

To engage in such other activities associates or allied
with all or any one of the above ohbiects, which may

be intended or calculated to promote a better understanding
of veteran and vintage vehicies, both in the Association,
and amona the general public.
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(b) To take over the funds ¢f the unincorporated Association
known as the South Coast Vintage Car Club.

Solely for the purpose of carrying out the aforesaid obiects and not
otherwise:

{c) To hold or arrange competitions and provide or contribute
towards the provision of prizes, awards and distinctions in
connection therewith.

PROVIDED that no members of the Asscciation shall receive any
prize, award or distinction of monetary value except as a
successful competitor at any competiticon heid or promoted by
the Association.

{dl To subscribe to, become a member of and co-operate with or
amalgamate with any other Incorporaled assceiciTion
. whose obiects are altogether or in part
similar to those of the Association.

PROVIDED that the Association shall not subscribe to or support
with its funds or amzlgamate with any association or organizaticn
which does not prohibit the distribution of its jncome and
property among its members to an extent at least as g¢reat as

that imposed on the Association under or by virtue of Clause

3 of this statement.

(e’ To buy, sell and deal in all kinds of apparatus and all kinds
of provisions, liguid and solid, required by the members of
the Association or persons freguenting the Asscciation's premises.

{(f} To purchase, take on Tease or in exchange, hire and otherwise
acquire any tands, buiidings, easements or property, real and
personal, and any rights or privileges which may be requisite
for the purposes of, or capable of being conveniently used
in connection with, any of the obiects of the Association.

PROVIDED that in case the Association shall take or hold any
property which may be subiject to any trusfs the Association
shall only deal with the same in such manner as is allowed
by Taw having regard to such trusts.

(a) To enter into any arrangements with any Government or authority,
supreme, municipal, tocal or otherwise, that may seem conducive
from any such Government or authority any rights, priviieges
and concessions which the Association may think it desirable
to obtain; and to carry ouf, exercise and comply with any such
arrangements, rights, privileges and concessions.
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(h) To appoint, employ, remove or suspend such managers, clerks,
secretaries, servants, workmen and other persons as may be
necessary or cenvenient for the purposes of the Association.

{i)  To establish and support or aid in the estabiishment and
support of associations, institutions, funds, trusts and conveniences
calcutated to henefit employees or past employees of the Association
of the dependants or connections of any such persons; and
to grant pensions and allowances; and to make payments towards
ipsurance; and to subscribe or guarantee money for charitable
or benevolent objects, or for any public, general or useful
object.

(i) To construct, improve, maintain, develop, work, manage, carry
out, alter or control any houses, buildings, grounds, works
or conveniences which may seem calculated directly or indirectly
to advance the Association’s interests, and to contribute to
subsidize or otherwise assist and take part in the construction,
improvement, maintenance, develcpment, working, management,
carrying out, alteration or control thereof.

(k) To invest and deal with the money of the Association not
immediately required in such manner as (the committee thinks
fit) may be permitted by law for the investment of trust funds:
this form reguired for bodies relying on public support for
funds).

(1) To borrow or raise or secure the payment of money in such
manner as the Association may think fit and to secure the same
or the repayment or performance of any debt liability contract
auarantee or other engagement incurred or to be entered into
by the Association in any way and in particular by the issue
of debentures perpetual or otherwise charged upon all or any
of the Association's property {(both present and future), and
to purchase, redeem or pay off any such securities.

(m) To make, draw, accept endorse, discount, execute and issue
promissory notes, bills of exchange, bills of lading and other
negotiable or transferahle instruments.

{n) In furtherance of the obiects of the Association to sell,
improve, manage, develop, exchange, lease, dispose of, turn
to account or otherwise deal with all or any part of the properiy
and rights of the Association.

(0) To take or hold mortgages, liens and charges to secure payment
of the purchase price or any unpaid balance of the purchase
price, of any part of the Association's property of whatsocever
kind sold by the Association, or any money due to the Association
from purchasers and others.

{p) To take any gift of property whether subject 1o any special
trust or not, for any one or more of the obiects of the Asscciation
but subject always to the proviso in paragraph (f) of this
clause 2.

{a) To take such steps by perscnal or writfen appeals, public
meetings or otherwise, as may from time to time be deemed
expedient for the purpose of procuring contributions %o the
funds of the Association, in the shape of donations, annual
subscriptions or otherwise.
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(r) To print and publish any newspapers, periodicals, bocks or
leaflets that the Association may think desirable for the
promotion of its objects.

(s} To purchase or otherwise acquire and under take all or any
part of the property, assets, Tiabilities and engagements of
any one or more of the Association, institutions, societies
or associations with which the Association is authorized to
amalgamate.

(t) To transfer all or any part of the property, assets, liabilities
and engagements of the Association to any one or more of the
companies, institutions, societies or associations with which
the Association is authorised to amalgamate.

(u)  To make donations for patrictic or charitable purposes.

(v) To transact any lawful business in aid of the Commonweal th
of Australia in the prosecution of any war in which the Common-
wealth of Australia is engaged.

PROVIDED that the Association shall not support with its funds
any activity or endeavour to impose on or procure to be observed
by its members or others any regulations or restrictions, which
if an object of the Association would make it a trade union
within the meaning of the Trade Unions Act.

3. The income and property of the Association whencescever derived,
shall be applied solely towards the promotion of the obiects
of the Association as set forth in this Statement of Objects;
and no portion thereof shall be paid or transferred, directly
or indirectly, by way of dividend, bonus or otherwise, to the
members of the Association.

PROVIDED that nothing herein contained shall prevent the payment
in good faith of remuneration to any officers or servants of
the Association, or to any member of the Association, in return
for any services actually rendered to the Association or for
goods supplied in the ordinary and usual way of business nor
prevent the payment of interest at a rate not exceeding the
rate for the time being fixed for the purpose of this paragrapnh
by the Rules of Association on money borrowed from any member
of the Association or reasonable and proper rent for premises
demised or let by any member to the Association but so that
no member of the Committee or Governing body of the Association
shall be appointed to any salaried office of the Association
cr any office of the Association paid by fees and that no remuneration
or cther benefit in money or money's worth shall be paid or
given by the Association to any member of such council or
governing body except repayment of out-of-pocket expenses ang
interest at the rate aforesaid on morey lent or reascnable
and proper rent for premises demised or let to the Association.

PRELIMINARY

Interpretation.

1.

In these rules, except in so far as the context or subject-matter
otherwise indicates or regquires -

"ordinary member" means a member of the committee who is not
an office-bearer of the association, as referred to in rule
13 {2);

“secretary” means -

(a) the person holding office under these rules as secretary
of the association; or

(b} where no such person holds that office - the public officer
of the asscciation;

"special general meeting" means a general meeting of the association
other than annual general meeting, and the usual monthly general
meeting.

"the Act" means the Associations Incorporation Act, 1984:
"the Regulation” means the Associations Incorporation Regulation,
1585.

In these ruiles -

(a) a reference to a function includes a reference to a power,
autherity and duty; and

(b} a reference to the exercise of a function includes, where
the function s a duty, a reference to the performance of
the duty.

The provisions of the Interpretation Act, 1897, apply to and
in respect of these rules in the same manner as those provisions
would so apply if these rules were an instrument made under
the Act.
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PART 11.

MEMBERGHIP,

Membership gualifications.

2.

A person is gualified to be a member of the association if,
but only if -

(a)

the person is a person referred to in section 15(1){a),
(b)Y or (c¢) of the Act and has not ceased to be a member
of the association at any time after incorporation of
the association under the Act; or

the person is a natural person who -

(i) has been nominated for membership of the
association as provided by rule 3; and

The secretary shall, on payment by the nominee of the
amounts referred to in clause (3) within the period
referred to in that clause, enter the nominee's name in
the register of members and, upon the name being so
entered, the nominee becomes a member of the
assocliation.

Cessation of membership

Resignation of membership,

A member of the assocciation is not entitled to resign
that membership except in accordance with this rule.

A member of the association who has paid all amounts
payable by the member to the association in respect of
the member's membership may resign from membership of
the association by first giving notice (being not less
than 1 month or not less than such other period as the
committee may determine) ‘in writing to the secretary of
the member's intention to resign and, upon the
expiration of the period of notice, the member ceases to

Where a member of the association ceases to be a member
pursuant to clause (2), and in every other case where a
member ceases to hold membership, the secretary shall
make an appropriate entry in the register of members
recording the date on which the member ceased to be a

The public cofficer of the association shall establish
and maintain a register of members of the association
specifying the name and address of gach person who is a
member of the association together with the date on
which the person became a member .,

The register of members shall be kept at the principal
place of administration of the assocliation and shall be
open for inspection, free of charge, by any member of
the association at any reasonable hour.

A member of the association shall, upon admission to

Disciplining of members.

10. (1) Where the committee is of the opinion that a member of
the association -

prejudicial to the interests of the association,

the committe may, by resolution -
(c) expel the member from the association; or

(d) suspend the member from membership of the
association for a specified period.

{2) A resolution ¢f the committee under clause (1) is of no
effect unless the committee, at a meeting held no:
earlier than 14 days and not later than 28 days after
service on the member of a notice under clause (3),
confirms the resolution in accordance with this rule.

(3} Where the committee passes a resolution under clause (1),
the secretary shall, as soon as practicable, causge a
notice in writing to be served on the member -

(a) setting out the resoclution of the committee and
the grounds on which it is based;

{b) stating that the member may address the committee
at a meeting to be held not earlier than 14 days
and not later than 28 days after service o’ the

notice;

{c) stating the date, place and time of that meseting;
and

(a) informing the member that the member may do either

or both of the following: -

(1) attend and speak at that meeting;
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(11) submit to the committee at or prior to the
date of that meeting written representations
relating to the resolution.

At a meeting of the committee held as referred to in clause (31,
the committee shall -

(a} glve to the member an opportunity to make oral
representations:

{b) give due consideration to any written representations

submitted to the committee by the member at or prior to
the meeting; and

(c) by resolution determine whether to confirm or to revoke
the resolution.

Where the committee confirms a resclution under clause (4),
the secretary shall, within 7 days after that confirmation,
by notice in writing inform the member of the fact and of the
member's right of appeal under rule 11.

Right of appeal of disciplined member.

Powers, etc., of commititee

Secretarx;

15. (1) The Secretary of the association shall, as soon as
practicable after being appointed as secretary, lodge
notice with the association of his or her address.

(2) It is the duty of the secretary to keep minutes of -

(a) all apointments of office-bearers and members of
the committee;

Removal of member.

MEETINGS AND QUORUM.

(5) Any 3 members of the committee constitute a quorum for
the transaction of the business of a meeting of the
committee.

(6) No business shall be transacted by the committee unless
& quorum 1is present and if within half an hour of the
time appointed for the meeting a guorum is not present
the meeting stands adjourned to the same place and at
the same hour of the same day in the following week,

(7} If at the adjourned meeting a quorum is not present
within half an hour of the time appointed for the
meeting, the meeting shall be dissolved.

(8) At a meeting of the committee -

(a) the president or, in the president's absence, the
vice~president shall preside; or

{b) if the president and the vice-president are
absent or unwilling to act such one of the
remaining members of the committee as may be
chosen by the members present at the meeting shall
preside.

A special general meeting convened by a member or
members as referred to in clause (4) shall be convened
as nearly as 1ls practicable in the same manner as
general meeetings are convened by the committee ang any
member who thereby incurs expense is entitled to be
reimbursed by the association for any expense so
incurred.

Except where the nature of the business proposed to be
dealt with at a general meeting requires a special
resolution of the association, the secretary shall, at
least 14 days before the date fixed for the holding of
the general meeting, cause to be sent by pre-paid post
to each member at the member's address appearing in the
register of members, a notice specifying the place, date
and time of the meeting and the nature of the business
proposed to be transacted at the meeting.

Where the nature of the business preposed to be dealt
with at a general meeting requires a special resolution
of the association, the secretary shall, at least 2]
days before the date fixed for the holding of the
general meeting, cause notice to be sent to each member
in the manner provided in clause {1) specifying, in
addition to the matter required under clause {l), the
intention to propose the resclution as a special
resoclution.
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(3) WNo business other than that specified in the notice
convening a general meeting shall be transacted at the
meeting except, in the case of an annual general
meeting, business which may be transacted pursuant to
rule 23(2}. -

(4) A member desiring to bring any business before a general
meeting may give notice ih writing of that business to
the secretary who shall include that business in the
next notice calling a general meeting given after
receipt of the notice from the member.

Procedure. N

26. (1) No item of business shall be transacted at a general
meeting unless a guorum of members entitled under these

rules to vote is present during the time the meeting is
considering that item.

(2) Five members present in person (being members entitled
under these rules to vote at a general meeting)
constitute a quorum for the transaction of the business
of a general meeting.

(3) If within half an hour after the appointed time for the
commencement of a general meeting a guorum 1is not
present, the meeting if convened upon the reguisition of
members shall be dissolved and in any other case shall’
stand adjourned to the same day in the following week at
the time and (unless another place is specified at the
time of the adjournment by the person presiding at the
meeting or communicated by written notice to members

. given before the day to which the meeting is adjourned)
at the same place. :

(4) If at the adjourned meeting a guorum is not present
within half an hour after the time appointed for the
commencement of the meeting, the members present (being
not less than 3) shall constitute a guorum.

Presiding member.

27. (1) The president or, in the president's absence, the
vice-president, shall preside as chairperson at each
general meeting of the association.

(2) If the president and the vice-president are absent from
a general meeting or unwilling toc act, the members
present shall elect one of their number to preside as
chairperson at the meeting.

Adjournment.

28. (1) The chairperson of a general meeting at which a guorum
is present may, with the consent of the majority of
members present at the meeting, adjourn the meeting from
time to time and place to place, but no business shall
be transacted at an adjourned meeting other than the
business left unfinished at the meeting at which the
adjournment took place.
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(2) Where a general meeting is adjourned for 14 days or
more, the secretary shall give written or oral notice of
the adjourned meeting to each member of the association
stating the place, date and time of the meeting and the
nature of the business to be transacted at the meeting.

(3) Except as provided in clauses (1) and (2), notice of an
adjournment of a general meeting or of the business to

be transacted at an adjourned meeting is not required to
be given.

Making of decisions.

29. (1) A guestion arising at a general meeting of the
association shall be determined on a show of hands and,
unless before or on the declaration of the show of hands
a poll is demanded, a declaration by the chairperson
that a resolution has, on a show of hands, been carried
or carried unanimously or carried by a particular
majority or lost, or an entry to that effect in the
minute book of the association, is evidence of the fact
without proof of the number or proportion of the votes
recorded in favour of or against that resolution,

(2) At a general meeting of the association, a poll may be
demanded by the chairperson or by not less than 3
members present in person or by proxy at the meeting.

{3) Where a poll is demanded at a general meeting, the poll
shall be taken- :

{a) immediately in the case of a poll which relates to
the election of the chairperson of the meeting or
to the guestion of an adjournment; or

{b) in any other case, in such manner and at such time
before the close of the meeting as the chairperson
directs, '

and the resolution of the poll on the matter shall

be deemed to be the resolution of the meeting on
that matter,.

Special resolution.

30. A resolution of the association is a special resolution if -

(a) it is passed by a majority which comprises not less than
three-guarters of such members of the association as,
being entitled under these rules so to do, vote in
persen or by proxy at a general meeting of which not
less than 21 days' written notice specifying the
intention to propose the resolution as a special
resolution was given in accordance with these rules; or

(b) where it is made to appear to the Commission that it 1is
not possible or practicable for the resolution to be
passed in the manner specified in paragraph (a) - the

resolution is passed in a manner specified by the
Commission.




Voting.

31. (1) Upon any question arising at a general meeting of the
assoclation a member has one vote only.

{2} All votes shall be given personally or by proxy but no
member may hold more than 5 proxies,

{3) In the case of an equality of votes on a guestion at a
general meeting, the chairperson of the meeting is
entitled to exercise a second or casting vote.

(4) A member or proxy is not entitled to vote at any general
meeting of the association unless all money due and
payable by the member or ProXy to the association has
been paid, other than the amount of the annual
subscription payable in respect ¢f the then current
year.

Appointment of proxies.

32. (1) Each member shall be entitled to appoint another member
as proxy by notice given to the secretary no later than
24 hours before the time of the meeting in respect of
which the proxy is appeointed.

(2} The notice appointing the proxy shall be in the form set
out in Appendix 2 to these rules.

Insurance.
33. (1) The association shall effect and maintain insurance

pursuant to section 44 of the Act,

the association may effect and maintain other insurance,

Funds - source.

34. (1) The funds of the assocliation shall be derived from
entrance fees and annual subscriptions of members,
donations and, subject to any resolution passed by the
association in general meeting, such other sources as
the committee determines.

(3} The association shall, as soon as practicable after

Funds - management.

35. (1) Subject to any resolution passed by the association in

Alteration ¢f objects and rules

Compliance with Charitable Collections Act, 1934.

47. The association shall comply with such of the provisions of
the Charitable Collections Act, 1934, and the regulations
thereunder as are applicable to it.
